	Role Played in Cellular Respiration

	Respiratory system
	Nose (takes in oxygen-rich air)

Windpipe (directs oxygen-rich air to lungs)

Lungs (exchange oxygen and carbon dioxide, and remove carbon dioxide through the nose)

	Circulatory system
	Heart (pumps blood)

Veins (transport blood from body cells)

Arteries (transport blood to body cells)

	Digestive system
	Mouth (grinds up food)

Esophagus (moves food to stomach)

Stomach (breaks down and churns food)

Small intestine (breaks food down into nutrients so they can be absorbed)

Large intestine (processes solid waste material)

Anus (removes solid waste material)

	Excretory system
	Kidneys (filter blood to produce urine)

Ureters (transport urine)

Bladder (stores urine)

Urethra (excretes urine)
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
